The Governing Council is responsible for deciding school uniform policy.

Why we have a school uniform

1. Safety and security — Nuriootpa High School students are easily recognisable in uniform both at school and on
excursions. Similarly, unauthorised persons are more easily recognised if on school grounds.

2. Economy — Our uniform is reasonably priced for our entire community.
Dressing appropriately for the occasion — school uniform clothing is appropriate for most student activities.
